The one occupied with the needs of the communi
is like one who is occupied with matters of Torah.
~ Talmud Yerushalmi, Brakhot 5:1

In recent years it has become the custom of many congregations
(as well as ours) to begin committee and board meetings with a
blessing, “Blessed is the Eternal One our G-d sovereign of all, who
sanctifies us through the mitzvot and has given us the mitzvah to
serve the needs of the community.” After the prayer is spoken and
a sense of higher purpose has been invoked, the participants turn
to the hard work of addressing the various needs of the communi-
ty. The blessing is uttered as the volunteer leaders are charged
with oversight for the entire organization, holding a vision for the
community, supporting programs and carrying the responsibility
for fiscal well-being. The blessing is spoken with sincerity and
calls on all to work together with a sense of higher and sacred purpose.

I am moved as I witness the dedication of our volunteers who have demanding jobs
and family responsibilities. Yet somehow, they find the time to contribute their ener-
gy to building and maintaining our sacred community. Their service is a remarkable
and generous gift from the heart. If you are not presently involved in volunteering,
and you are able to do so, I urge you to be generously responsive in every way to their
requests for your participation and invitations to support the community through
giving your time and your financial resources when called upon. Better yet, don’t wait
to be called upon. Step forward and call our board and staff leadership and make
known your willingness to do what you can to build this community. It is essential
that we all understand that no one will build our community beside us — all of us to-
gether with the help of G-d. It is an error in thinking to consider membership in a
sacred community as no more than a purchase of services. Sacred communities are
built upon a covenantal sense of shared responsibility for shared values and not on a
sense of a “fee-for-services” type of relationship.

To solidify this concept, I'd like to suggest that we incorporate a formal blessing in all
of our future meetings. Here is an example one such blessing any and all committees
may choose to recite at the beginning of their meeting:
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Baruch atah Adonai Eloheinu Melech ha'olam asher kidshanu b’mitzvotav v’tzivanu
la'asok betzorkhei tzibur.

Blessed you are, ETERNAL ONE, our God, Sovereign of the universe, who has conse-
crated us with Your mitzvot, and commanded us to occupy ourselves with the needs
of the community.

As we move forward, we have many challenges to meet but they are most certainly
well worth meeting. May we each enjoy the sweet joy that comes from fulfilling the
mitzvah, La-asok B’tzorchei Tzibur, to serve the needs of our community.

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FROM THE 2ND VICE PRESIDENT - 7oby Koch

Congregation Beth Shalom is a Reform congregation that
offers a nurturing “home” to everyone who seeks a mean-
ingful connection to Judaism, creating a caring community,
welcoming, and accepting all people warmly. Those words
are part of our mission statement, in a section of our con-
gregation’s website. Most of us probably don’t visit that part
of our website very often, if at all, but people who are new to
the community and looking for a synagogue to join probably
do.

This may be a good time for each of us to examine the words
in our mission statement more closely. These statements
are usually written rather altruistically in an attempt to gain
new members without necessarily considering reality. But
the assertions in a mission statement must apply not just to
those who are considering joining, but also to those who are
already members. So, let us ask ourselves: Are we really ful-
filling our pledge to be warm, welcoming, caring ...?

Regrettably, some people who have recently departed our
temple have already answered that question in the negative,
having listed a lack of those positives as a reason for leaving.
It brings me no joy to say that but knowing the reasons for
resignations can help us improve our congregant relations,
not to mention prevent future resignations.

Our mission statement ends with: “We are committed to...
creating a caring community...welcoming and accepting all
people warmly ... Congregation Beth Shalom will be a warm,
caring inclusive Reform Jewish community ...”

It should be obvious what each of us must do to ensure that
our mission statement becomes a reality: We must always
treat each other, in or out of synagogue, in a warm, kind,
and caring manner. We must be welcoming, inclusive, and
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respectful to each other at all times. This applies to verbal,
non-verbal, and written communication, which includes
emails. We especially need to be mindful of how we com-
municate with and treat our rabbi. He is our spiritual lead-
er.

When we fail in our efforts to follow these tenets, we must
apologize to anyone who we may have offended as soon as
possible. We do not need to and should not wait until Yom
Kippur to do this. Yom Kippur is devoted to atonement for
sins against G-d, not necessarily to sins against our fellow

neighbor.

Please read our complete mission statement and follow its
declarations. Everyone must do their part to make our mis-
sion statement a reality. Thank you!
